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Abstract:  This research article extensively examines the role of arts education in the mental health development of
adolescent students and its psychological benefits. This study, employing a Descriptive Research Design, was conducted
in urban higher secondary schools in Chennai, Tamil Nadu. A sample of 300 students aged 13 to 18 was selected using
a stratified random sampling method. The research instruments included a structured questionnaire with 25 items and
semi-structured interviews conducted with 30 students and 10 teachers. These instruments were validated by subject
matter experts, and reliability was confirmed in a pilot study with a Cronbach's alpha value of 0.82. Data were analyzed
using SPSS statistical software. Key findings revealed that 87% of students reported that participation in the arts
reduced stress, and 79% reported that it fostered self-confidence. These findings emphasize that arts education has a
significant impact on the psychological well-being of students and highlight the need for mandatory inclusion of arts
education in school curriculum.
